Clinical Risk Assessment: a clear framework and process 
Clinical risk assessment works to understand and identify patterns of at-risk behaviour, that may be detrimental to the health and well-being of the service user. 

Because of adverse outcomes to national, regional and local sentinel events, a robust risk assessment tool, with a strong set of standards, a sound training regime and quality auditing programme, needed to be developed, to mitigate challenges to clinical practice in at-risk behaviour.
Toolkits 1, 2 & 3 provide a clear framework, and ensure that there is a clear process so that issues of risk can be identified, in the context of the individual’s background, past behaviour, current experience and mental state, and therefore allow identification of management strategies for decreasing risk, and increasing the service users chances of wellness and recovery.
