The service specification defines Youth Forensic mental health and addiction services and their objectives in the delivery of a range of secondary and tertiary services.  
1. Service Definition
Services for young people who require specialist forensic mental health and substance misuse that include assessment, brief interventions, treatment and rehabilitation.

Service providers are expected to deliver recovery focused, culturally responsive services to: 

· Alleged offenders charged with criminal offences who have, or who are thought to have a psychiatric illness

· Offenders in custody who have psychiatric illness

· CAMHS service users with a persistent high level of dangerous behaviour to others

2. Service Objectives
The services will:
· provide access to services based on need

· provide comprehensive, multi-disciplinary assessments and interventions

· provide treatment in the least restrictive environments
· support culturally appropriate and holistic approaches  

· recognise and respond to the needs of Maori 
· be family inclusive
· be open minded and non- judgemental, enhance wellbeing and preserve dignity
