· Phyllis stated that the LDHB had made a few tweaks to the front page.

· Uncle Arama has sorted out the translation of the Whakatauki 

· Eseta stated that the only matter still outstanding was the Chair position.

· Tio stated that he was pleased with the mahi that had been done with the TOR and told us that the general discussion regarding the Chair positions was about Tane versus Wahine. Having had the pleasure of the joint roles for the last decade, Tainui wish that representation to continue.
· After further discussion, Eseta pointed out that if the decision was left to the next Hui, which would mean that it would have been two years that the TOR had been worked. 
· Tairawhiti - all our marae are named after wahine. We don’t go anywhere without our men. There has to be that balance, support goes both ways, if the forum is in agreement to go with both we go that way as well.
· A paragraph needs to be added under the Chair section acknowledging tane and wahine where possible, Uncle Tiki and Uncle Arama will work on it.
· Phyllis read out the first paragraph. The name was given by the Kaumatua during the 2000 forum. Nga Purei is the cluster of stars.
· Uncle Arama has developed a phrase that will go after that. Explanation of whakataa. A group of Kaumatua gathered at a Marae, Tuhoe thought it would be nice to have a Maori - Pakeha name for the group. It was about getting some good korero. Bob Elliot kupu korero – The celestial night sky year 2000 is my preference, thank you Bob. Initially about giving this group a Maori name and the matakriki did it. 2002.
