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Phase One
This first phase of service specification development commenced in February last year, focusing on Adult Mental Health, Infant Child Adolescent and Youth, Consumer Led Services and Eating Disorders.  This development work has been completed and is being prepared for final sign off.  It is expected that these specifications will be available for use from 1 July 2009.
Phase Two
We have almost completed this second phase of the service specification development that includes Kaupapa Maori, Addictions, Family Whanau and Pacific services.  These specifications have been subjected to wide sector feedback.  A panel will meet before the end of May to consider all the feedback and recommend amendments to the draft documents.  The amended drafts will then be presented to the Service Specification Executive, a group with Ministry of Health, DHB and DHBNZ representatives, in August, as part of the sign off processes.
Phase Three
This third phase is due to start next month and includes service specification development for Maternal Mental Health, Asian and Refugee, Forensics and Older People.  Nominations for project technical group members are now being sought.  These project technical groups will be required to contribute specific technical expertise to the review, revision and development processes for the specific suite of service specifications.  This work is expected to take up to six months with two face to face meetings, one at the beginning and one at the end of the process, as well as monthly teleconferences.
Nominations are required to be received in writing by Friday 15 May 2009.
