	· Soledad raised the concern of gaps in the communication to providers on what activity codes they can use. The matrix needs to be better understood by NGO providers. Navigation can be difficult throughout the PRIMHD Code Set document, especially with regard to how it relates to the most recent version of the File Specification.  Monica agreed that the matrix gets lost amidst all of the information that providers need to pay attention to.
· Medtech update -  PRIMHD reporting compliance is not a priorty for them so will be 1 to 2 years

	· Soledad raised the delays and slippage around getting NGO’s on PRIMHD On-line due to external issues e.g. VPNs and digital certificate
· One provider is having broadband connection problems. Are they able to submit data through local PHO who have connection though FTP?

· NGO Reports Reference Group. Phillipa asked for clarification around the scope for this group as the document that was circulated implies that the group encompasses the development of all possible NGO reports.  Mary responded by saying that there are three reports just for NGO’s. The linkages with the KPI project and the Platform reporting project need to be added to the TOR. 
· Question raised if MoH are being as strict in the timeframes set across all regions? PRIMHD On-line still set for the end of September. FTP/Vendors at 15th December depending on vendors ability. Exceptions will be viewed on case-by-case basis rather than a general rule. 

· Clarification sought on Maori providers using T39 and how it works. – based on intervention rather than staff involved
	NGO’s should phone Health Reg Authority to get advice on issues to do with digital certificates. Remind them to keep the letter that comes with the digital certificates as this has the password on it.
Yes, they can. An FTP connection will need to be set up for the provider and XML files must meet spec requirements. Soledad to talk to MoH
