Gaining provisional compliance

This is a quick note to clarify the process for gaining provisional compliance for NGOs planning to submit PRIMHD data via batch (i.e. submitting one file a month to PRIMHD via the File Transfer Protocols (FTP) system). 

Firstly, please note that in order to successfully process your provisional compliance files, you need to submit both the test scripts and XML extract containing dummy data at the same time.  We cannot process the XML without the test script.

Please follow the naming standards for the xml and zip files which are provided in the test scripts and also file specification. 

Secondly, your test scripts should contain a valid submitting organisation ID and name, but only test/dummy data.  Therefore the provisional compliance process can be carried out via email.  The full compliance process however requires a secure VPN connection, access to the Health Network and an FTP account. It is recommended that while you are working through the provisional compliance process, you also start setting these connections up - could take 3-4 weeks to get everything in place. 

Thirdly, you can go about gaining compliance in two ways: 
1. As the scenarios have dependencies, the preferred Compliance method is:

A total of 4 extracts will need to be sent accompanied with the test script to cover off the scenarios: 
1 zip file containing files for test scenarios PRIMHD-07 and PRIMHD-08 
1 zip file with a file for test scenario PRIMHD-09 (2 XML requests need to be supplied for this one)
1 zip file with a file for test scenario PRIMHD-10a 
1 zip file with a file for test scenario PRIMHD-10b 

The scripts and extracts should be sent sequentially i.e. send PRIMHD-07 and PRIMHD-08 first.  Once we verify and successfully process it, we will return the test script (signing off on scenario 7 & 8). Repeat for the other 3 scenarios. 

2. Alternative method: 
You can provide all 4 extracts (described above) and the test script with all Scenarios completed in one mail. We will process the scenarios sequentially and return results as we progress. Please note that if we then encounter a problem at Scenario 9, we will request a new Scenario 9 extract (and possible changes to the test script) from you before we can proceed.
