Kia Ora 

This is the first in a series of monthly updates we will be sending out from the Programme for the Integration of Mental Health Data (PRIMHD) Phase 3 project, to keep you informed about what's happening. 

Current Status 

PRIMHD Reports 

We are finalising the reporting requirements for all our reporting workstreams and some reports are already being developed. Once we have completed development, the reports will be thoroughly tested before participants from the Mental Health Sector help us confirm they run correctly and contain accurate information. 

Based on our current planning we expect all reports will be available by November 2010. More detail information about reports will be available in our next update. 

PRIMHD Rollout to NGOs and DHBs 

Hawkes Bay DHB became fully PRIMHD compliant last week taking the total to 19 DHBs submitting data to PRIMHD. The last two DHBs Bay of Plenty (87%)  and Hutt Valley (74%) are working actively towards full (98%) PRIMHD compliance. 

Nine new NGOs began submitting data to PRIMHD during the last week taking the total to 75 NGOs. 

Project Overview and Scope 

PRIMHD Phase 3 will run until November 2010. The scope of work to be delivered is split into the following areas: 

· Reports - we are delivering up to eight new reports for Funders and Planners, six for Key Performance Indicators (KPIs) and three for NGOs 

· Rollout - through the PRIMHD regional rollout co-ordinators, PRIMHD is actively encouraging more NGOs to report to their data to PRIMHD 

· Training - a sector workshop is planned, aimed at analysts who need to extract and manipulate PRIMHD information. The goal is to help them understand how they can generate their own custom reports from PRIMHD 

· Technical Reviews - we are assessing the PRIMHD technical infrastructure to identify ways to improve it 

· Health Information Statndards Organisation (HISO)  - we have carried out an initial assessment of what PRIMHD captures in order to understand if the Mental Health Data is appropriate and relevant. This assessment feeds into the Ministry of Health HISO process, which is a requirement for any changes made to National Collection such as PRIMHD. It is expected that the next HISO review for PRIMHD will be implemented by 2013.

Report Reference Groups 

Delivery of PRIMHD information to the Mental Health and Addiction sector, is a key goal during Phase 3. To help us we have established two Report Reference Groups made up of people from the Mental Health sector;
