
· KPI 1 - Total HoNOS Score (Inpatient) - effect large size 

· KPI 2 - 28 Day Acute Inpatient Re-admission Rate 

· KPI 8 - Average Length of Acute Patient Stay 

· KPI 12 - Community Treatment Days Per Service User 

· KPI 18 - Pre-admission Community Care 

· KPI 19 - Post Discharge Community Care

User Acceptance Testing (UAT) is where participants from DHBs and NGOs help us test and verify the new reports. UAT is in progress with selected DHBs for the KPI Reports and is expected to be completed by 8th October 2010. Once finalised these reports will be moved to our production environment where all DHBs can access and run them. 

The project team is working closely with the KPI Project and data from PRIMHD is being used to help provide information for the next KPI Benchmarking Forum. 

Work is also progressing on 4 NGO Reports and 5 Funder and Planner Reports. Our Report Reference Groups are identifying who'll be involved in UAT for these. 

PRIMHD Rollout to NGOs and DHBs 

During the last few weeks both Bay of Plenty DHB and Hutt Valley DHB achieved full PRIMHD compliance. This means that all DHBs are now reporting data to PRIMHD. 

17 new NGOs began submitting data to PRIMHD taking the total to 92 NGOs. The following table shows a breakdown by region of all NGOs forecasted to start or who are already reporting to PRIMHD. 
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Number of NGOs Reporting by Stage 

Stage 1:          25 of 25 NGOs are reporting 
Stage 2:          8 of 22 NGOs are reporting 
Stages 3 to 5:         59 of 227 NGOs are reporting 

PRIMHD Performance Improvement Project 

One of our technical reviews came back with some recommendations on how to improve PRIMHD performance. Implementing the recommendations would give us performance improvements for loading data and also PRIMHD Online. PRIMHD Online is a web based application used by many NGOs to enter their PRIMHD data. 

Approval has been given to go ahead with a separate maintenance project to implement these recommendations. This new project runs in parallel with Phase 3 and is currently planned for completion in December 2010. 

PRIMHD Training 

We've sent out a request for participants for our PRIMHD training workshop to be held in November via our two Report Reference Groups. The training is technical and aimed at people who need to put together reports based on PRIMHD data. 
Pre-requisites for training participants are: 

· They must have a Deski or Webi licence 

· They must have already completed Business Objects training
The aim of the training workshop is to create experts in the sector that understand how the PRIMHD Business Objects universes are set up and how to use them to generate custom or adhoc reports.
