The large triangle design is called Tapa Toru.  This design is 


strong, symmetrical and well balanced as it shows stability, 


strength and unity.


The eight blue triangles in the centre represents Ngã 


Pumanawa e Waru õ Te Arawa – The eight beating hearts of 


Te Arawa which are the eight tribes within Te Arawa region.


The manaia are the kaitiaki or guardians that represent ngã 


tupuna, the ancestors that are always there for guidance and 


support.  The design encompasses the theme “Learning 


from the past; lessons for the future”.


The manaia heads at the lower corners of the logo depicting 


the cornerstone of RANZCP Mãori and non-Mãori.
