	· Modems- if these are not delivered on time, it creates slippage in project. Ask NGOs to follow up Secure Access VPN immediately. Escalate to Mary if delays occur. She will need to know how long the delays have occurred , issues etc.
· Otago Student Health Centre- integrated contract; MH Maori, General. Not willing to report to PRIMHD. Contract manager has advise they must report. Concern over High Trust MSD partnership. Will be escalated to Funder.

· Clusters- Southland; 1 NGO supplying line to cluster. No others in place.

· Residential teams- reporting other activities- T43 community support. Some discussion on this, each region seems to have different way of recording. May need to streamline. Hilary advised that they only need to report extra activity is it is not in the matrix. She is working with Rob Warriner(Walsh Trust) on this. Will be included in HISO review.

· Rollout progress- as of 12 June only 2 more reporting, not long to go. Major concern about trickle down effect with backlog in September. Vendors have caused some delays, also audit process, stalling, multiple contracts. Mary asked that RCs alert her ASAP if support required. MOH will ask  P/F to address this issue with NGOs.
